WHAT'S SO GREAT ABOUT RECYCLING?

Recycling can reduce trash disposal costs! Although
there is no trash bill to pay every month, City residents pay for
Refuse services in their taxes. Every pound of material recycled
is a pound the City saves in landfill disposal fees. Reducing
waste and increasing recycling volumes helps programs to run
more efficiently and effectively, eventually improving their
availability.

Recycling benefits the local economy! Nearly 16,000
people are employed in 1,500 recycling businesses in the
St. Louis Metropolitan Area. These include materials recovery
facilities; research and development; recycled product
manufacturers; and paper, aluminum, and glass recyclers.

Recycling saves energy! Save enough energy to power your
television for three hours...by recycling ONE aluminum can!
Four hours of light for a 100-watt lightbulb can be earned by
recycling one glass jar! Recycling one pound of steel saves
enough energy to light a 60-watt bulb for 24 hours! The energy
saved by recycling one plastic bottle could light a 60-watt
lightbulb for six hours!

Recycling reduces pollution! Each ton of recycled glass
reduces mining waste by 500 pounds. Each ton of recycled
paper takes the place of thirteen to twenty 500-pound trees,
each of which will absorb about 26 pounds of carbon dioxide
per yearl When we recycle aluminum, air pollution and water
pollution are reduced by 95%.

Recycling conserves natural resources! If every American
family recycled their newspapers, approximately 500,000 trees
would be saved weekly. We save over one ton of resources from
being mined for every ton of glass recycled.
